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	A virus attacks humans. The survivors, now fused with the virus, have the power to see an alternative Earth where humans could have been immune to the disease. 
	Humans can no longer live on the surface of the earth as the temperatures have become too extreme.

	After World War III, the entire world is united as one country. However, a secret society is bored with peace and starts planning ways to spread discontent.
	The year is 2070 and students at school are taught by robots.  All is well until one day when the robots malfunction.

	A mad scientist has created a cloning machine.  He decides that you will be his first subject.
	You are playing a virtual reality video game. One day your character gets injured and you can feel the pain in the real world. When you take off the headset, you have the exact same injury on your body.



	A building company announces it is going to build a city of the future in a closed biosphere.  Your family buys a futuristic house and moves in.  However, once you have moved in you find out there is no escape.


	You are abducted by aliens who take you to their planet.  You think you are going to be killed; however, they declare you are their new leader.

	A song is released into the charts.  It becomes very popular, but you realise that the song is hypnotising young people and making them act like zombies.
	Robots called Guardians have been created to look after a child 24 hours a day.  Each child has their own robot that ensures they are safe and do the right thing all the time.

	A social worker in an impoverished planetary colony discovers a cheap way to manufacture housing for the homeless, but the housing material is on a corporate reserve.
	A pet disappears for several years and returns with superpowers.
